Tyco Fire Creates Dry System Calculation Software

Since the inclusion of sprinkler systems into com-

mercial environments, a recurring problem has
occurred: how to produce a sprinkler system that
works effectively in unheated areas where freezing
is likely? The answer: a dry sprinkler system.

What is a dry system? A dry sprinkler is used to
provide fire protection in unheated areas such as
commercial freezers, warehouses, parking ga-
rages - any such area where the piping system is
exposed to low temperatures. The “dry” part of the
system refers to the restriction of water to the line
holding the sprinklers by a valve that is triggered
only when the activation of the system is neces-

sary.

James Golinveaux, Tyco Fire & Building Products’
senior vice president of research and develop-
ment, has outlined the problems facing these dry
systems in the recently published white paper
“Variables that Affect the Performance of Dry Pipe
Systems.”
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Golinveaux's prior white paper, “The Use and
Maintenance of Dry Type Sprinklers” was ex-
cerpted in the Fire Protection Contractor (FPC)
magazine.

As outlined in the white paper, the main issues fac-
ing dry systems are maintaining proper air and wa-
ter supply pressure, proper calculation of system
capacity and piping configuration, as well as the
orifice size and number of open sprinklers. When
all these factors are considered, the main problem
that faces a dry sprinkler system is having a readily

available method for predicting the time required to de-
liver water to the test connection of the dry system.

In order to address this issue, Tyco Fire & Building Prod-
ucts’ SprinkCAD TM division has announced an industry
first: a program entitled “SprinkFDT TM”. This software
program calculates the water delivery time to one or
more open sprinklers on a dry type system.

The system is capable of calculating one to nineteen
open sprinklers in an area, and the output analysis
shows the trip, transit, and steady flow times for the sys-
tem. The program will accept a variety of dry pipe valve
trip ratios, and has the  pe———————

Fire Sprinklers Never Sleep

1- Two Fires Doused by Sprinklers

DEC. b, 2002—The Daily News Journal in Murfreesboro,
Tenn. reported that firefighters removed water after a
sprinkler extinguished a stove fire at Jenna Beck's Raiders
Crossing apartment Monday on Hazelwood Drive.

A sprinkler was credited Monday with preventing a stove
fire from spreading to several Raiders Crossing apartments,
Murfreesboro firefighters said.

Resident Jenna Beck was cooking Monday afternoon

when a fire started on the stove, said Capt. David Wade.
The flames went up the wall. "The sprinkler kicked on and it
put it right out," Wade said. "Sprinklers do work. If it hadn't
been for the sprinkler, it could have been more than it was."

One sprinkler stopped the fire immediately. Beck's apart-
ment and one other apartment sustained water damage.
Fire Marshal Ken Honeycutt said firefighters returned
about 10:30 p.m. Monday to an unidentified resident's first
floor apartment where unattended cooking started a sec-
ond fire at the same complex.

"The sprinkler head went off and put the fire out,"
Honeycutt said. "It's unbelievable to have two fires in the
same complex in one day."

2— Sprinkler Controls Natural-Gas Fire

A restaurant that was closed for the night suffered
minor damage when a single sprinkler controlled
a natural-gas kitchen fire. The fire marshal later
stated that the sprinklers and other required fire pro-
tection features allowed the firefighters into the
building quickly by detecting the fire's presence,
keeping it to a manageable size, and notifying the
authorities.

The single-story, steel-framed building had metal
walls and a built-up roof. In addition to the wet-pipe
sprinkler system, which was monitored by a central
station alarm company, the building had a full-
coverage smoke- and heat-detector system and a
hood system installed over the cooking areas.
Firefighters received a water-flow alarm for the res-
taurant at 2:17 a.m. and arrived seven minutes later.

Using the key in the exterior lock box, they entered
the building and found the sprinkler operating in the
kitchen. When they noticed the flames were being fu-
eled by natural gas under a grill, the firefighters called
in another engine and quickly extinguished the re-
maining fire. The two crews shut off the main gas line
into the building and the water to the sprinkler system.
Investigators found that a natural-gas line was im-
properly reconnected to the grill after it had been
cleaned.

The gas was ignited by a pilot light, but the sprinkler
controlled the fire so the overhead wet-chemical sys-
tem didn't activate. After a quick repair and inspection
the next day, the restaurant was back in business.
Losses were estimated at $5,000.

3- Fire Destroys Bed and Breakfast

A fire spread undetected for hours in concealed spaces in
a large, four-story bed-and-breakfast inn, eventually de-
stroying it. It wasn't until flames broke through an interior
wall, allowing smoke to enter the building and activate the
smoke detectors, that the occupants became aware of the
blaze. Everyone escaped safely, although property dam-
age is estimated at $1.4 million.

The bed and breakfast
was originally a barn with
heavy wooden timbers
and wood balloon-frame
construction. Two exterior
walls were stone. When it
was converted into an inn,

the renovations were also
wood-framed. The roof
deck was tin, covered with
asphalt shingles. There
were single-station
smoke alarms in guest
rooms and common ar-
eas.

There were no sprinklers.

Accelerator” for use Dry Pipe Systems

Tyco Fire announced the availability of a new electronic accel-
erator for its dry pipe systems. The new electronic accelerator
eliminates the set-up and maintenance problems that have
been associated with mechanical accelerators. The new accel-
erator guarantees that the associated dry pipe valve will trip
within three seconds if installed properly. Developed in a joint
effort with Potter Electronics, the accelerator consists of a
modified pressure switch and control panel. It has been listed
and approved for use with the existing Tyco DPV-1 dry pipe
valve by Underwriters Laboratories and Factory Mutual.

Unlike mechanical accelerators, resetting the accelerator is
simply a matter of hitting a re-set on the accelerator control

panel. “The combination of the new DPV-1 dry valve line, the
new electronic accelerator, and our SprinkFDT (dry system
water delivery program) gives Tyco Fire Products the best dry
system package in the industry”, states Tom Prymak, VP of
Marketing.

Tyco Fire Attends National Home Show

Drawing over 100,000 visitors to
the Las Vegas Convention Center
from January 21 through 24", the
annual National Builders’ Show in
Las Vegas featured multiple residen-
tial fire protection exhibits among
the latest home creations. The Resi-
dential Fire Protection exhibits fea-
tured BlazeMaster (CPVC) pipe and
fittings at both the Noveon and Tyco
Fire Protection booths, as well as a complete fire sprinkler
(NFPA #13D) installation in one of the homes that were
constructed outside the exhibit hall. The installation was
coordinated by the Home Fire Sprinkler Coalition and was a
main feature of the show.

The Tyco Fire Products’ booth displayed the newly re-designed
residential sprinkler line that has been recently introduced by Tyco
